2.          The President welcomed all the members and ladies for attending the General Body Meeting of the Association. He apprised the gathering about the various works and its development conducted by the present Management Committee till 28 Jul 07. The following agenda points were discussed:- 

Agenda Point-I

3. Proposed increase in Monthly Subscription:  Management Committee has proposed to increase the monthly maintenance subscription as expenditure of the society is increasing every year, for Type ‘A’- Rs 350 and for Type ‘B’-240 per flat. If the proposed increase was not agreed to then the society’s maintenance amount will function by deficit financing. The matter was discussed in detail. It was decided by the house a committee will be formed to suggest the proposed hike in the maintenance subscription. The decision reached by the committee will be acceptable to the house.  The following members will comprise committee and will give decision by 01st Sep 07 on maintenance subscription increment.

4. Change of Sodium Lights to CFL in Streets of JVVFOWA: The President informed the house that sodium lights fitted as street and common area lights leads to high electricity charges. It was proposed to change the sodium lights with CFL installation in a phased manner. After discussing the point elaborately, the house unanimously agreed to place order for CFL installation. Ex JWO JK Sarna will render the help to the society as and when required. Amount could be spent from the welcome fee fund, if required.

Agenda Point-III

5. Open parking allotment :  The President informed the house that society has 250 open car parkings in the JVVFOWA for allotment to the allottees. Matter was discussed in the house on various options such as to sell out or give on rent and guidelines to follow for selling/renting of open car parking. After discussion, the house unanimously agreed the selling of society property is not feasible. The issue is not of urgent matter and it can be decided in future. 

Agenda point IV
6. Insurance of the JVV Dwelling units & Community Hall:  The President informed the house regarding insurance of the dwelling units, community hall and boundary wall. Two quotations were received from the insurance companies ICICI Lombard premium was approved by the Management Committee. As per the terms and conditions ICICI also agreed to Rs 1,00,000/-(Rupees One Lac Only) insurance for each of our 30 employees. The house decided unanimously to go for insurance. Incase any better  proposal is received within 15 days then it may also be considered. Owners who already insured the house to inform the committee by 15 Sep07. Incase the house owner fails to inform then the premium will be paid for all the dwelling units. The amount so spend to be recovered from the allottees/owners.
Agenda Point V 

7. Maintenance of Fire Extinguishers:  The President informed the house, 724 Fire Extinguishers are fitted in JalVayu Vihar Complex. Since last three years no maintenance has been carried out on these extinguishers. This point was discussed elaborately the house unanimously agreed that this point will also be considered by the committee formed as per Para 3. The decision so taken by the committee by 01st Sep 07 will be acceptable to the house and will be implemented by the management committee. 

Agenda Point –Vi

8. Proposed for Improvements in Community Hall Building 

a) Furnishing of Library: The President proposed the house about furnishing of library. This matter was discussed and the house unanimously agreed.
b) Committee Conference Room : The President apprised the house about to have committee Conference Room furnished with 7 to 8 seater Sofa, 5 Chairs, Small & Big Tables as per the space and one AC. Point was opened for discussion. After discussing elaborately, the house unanimously agreed for furnishing but without AC. 
c) AC fitment in Community Hall approx 6.5 to 8.00 ton:  President proposed to the house to have split AC in community hall approx 6.5.ton to 8.00 ton. Matter was discussed in house. After discussion it was found that house was in favour of AC but the same is to be fitted prior to next summer as this season is almost over. 

Agenda point VII
9. Construction of Wall next to Gate No 02 and Platform for Kitchen: Vice President proposed to the house regarding construction of wall near the gate No 02 so as to provide privacy to the function held in community hall and its front. Small kitchen platform could also be built to avoid damage to the front lawn. Matter was discussed elaborately in the house. After discussion the house unanimously agreed to construct the wall & kitchen platform.

Agenda Point VIII

10. Construction of Party Hall with Guest Room, 02 Shops and  01 Restaurant : President proposed to the house regarding above construction in JalVayu Vihar and raise funds to construct these facilities. Point was discussed elaborately. After discussion house in principle agreed with the suggestion that society can approach to Greater Noida Authority for approval of party hall with guest rooms above the community centre. House also in principle agreed to construct 02 shops and 01 restaurant. The fund so required could be taken as loan from other funds of the society. The loan is required to be paid back in phased manner.  

Agenda Point IX
11. Extending of Balconies of Type ‘A’ & Type ‘B’:  A few members wanted to know the progress on extension of balconies of Type ‘A’ and ‘B’ houses. Though the matter of extending balconies was discussed in previous meetings also. Again the matter may be taken up with GM (Planning) of the Greater Noida Authority to seek the approval for same.  

Agenda point X
12.  Audit : Cdr (Retd) KP Singh suggested that quarterly Audit of society accounts should be carried out. For this the following committee was constituted:

13. FDs :FDs are to be confined to the Govt/Public sector Banks. On maturity all FDs of Yes Bank and ICICI Bank are to be deposited in Nationalized Bank. 

Other decisions taken by all house 

14. Common PVC Pipe fittings to Bathroom/kitchen Outlets: Single pipe from top to ground may be fitted to cover these three pipes to avoid unhygienic conditions. 
15. Illegal Occupation of 2 Shops:  Shop No 01 and 02 are occupied even after expiry of the extension period given to them till 30 Jun 07. The matter has also gone to the court. The President asked individual members present in the meeting to give their opinion to find solution to maintain peace in society. The house was divided on the issue. A few members wanted that no further extension should be granted whereas other members varied in their opinions to recommend further extension of the tenure from one year to five years. After listening to all the members. The chair proposed the following:
a) The two shops should be given extension for two and half years w.e.f. 01 Jul 07. 

b) Rent to be increased 50% with immediate effect.
c) Ex Sgt JV Tyagi and Ex MWO CBPathak will withdraw the case and hand over the relevant papers to the society at the earliest but not later than 01 Sep 07.
d) New agreements to be signed by all the shops keepers with two  guarantors who would be allottees of Jalvayu Vihar Greater Noida. 

e) All other shop keepers will be given the similar advantage. 

f) Allotments/draws of the shops/kiosks held in Dec07 will hold good for the next tenure.
g) Any shopkeepers who goes against the society norms should not be considered for future Draws/Auction of the shops/kiosks. The lease deeds for more than 11 months have to be registered. Expenditure so incurred will be borne by the tenant of the shops/kiosks.
              The proposal put forward by the President was unanimously agreed by the house including of Ex Sgt JV Tyagi and Ex MWO CB Pathak.  
TaLking points:
The Presidents requested all residents/members to help improve the general environment in and around the society. 

       a) Review of Security Arrangements: It is satisfactory. As and when needed more number of guards would be increased for effective patrolling duties. Security guard must be encouraged by all to do their duties. All members are requested to abide by rules made by the society and implemented through security personnel. New security agency  has taken over w.e.f. 01 Jul 07.

c) Dogs: Residents are keeping pets and but not taking them out for walks. All residents owning pets were advised to take their dogs outside perimeter of the campus, to maintain clean environment in the campus. 

d) Float Valves: F,G,H, & X blocks are having water problems due to tanks float valves are being removed by the occupants. All overflowing overhead water tanks are being fitted with the float valves and members would be charged for the same.
